Final Exam

Part I:  A 20 question multiple choice test will be give by the Department of Statistics, this is the Stat. 1000 common part of the final.  This test is a closed book closed notes exam.  A scantron will be provided.  The test covers all of the topics cover in the course, Descriptive Statistics, Probability, Confidence Intervals, and Hypothesis Testing.

I will count this part of the test for 10 percent of the final exam grade.

Part II: This will be the instructor’s part of the final exam.  The test is a closed book exam, you may use 9 pages of notes and the tables in the book.  After you have completed the Department multiple choice test, you will be allowed to start on Part II of the exam, so use your time appropriately.  This test covers the material presented in class since the last Midterm Exam.

You should review the previous material in the class and study

1. Normal Probability calculations and the use of the z-score.

2. Review the Central Limit Theorem.

3. 95% Confidence Interval for the population proportion p. 

4. 95% Confidence Interval for the population mean 
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.

5. Hypothesis testing for a single population proportion p.

6. Hypothesis testing for a single population mean 
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7. Hypothesis testing for the difference between two population means 
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and 
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for two independent samples.

The test will have 4 questions.

1. use of the normal distribution, from 1 and/or 2.

2. calculation of confidence intervals for one sample, from 3 and/or 4.

3. calculation of hypothesis tests for one sample, from 5 or 6.

4. calculation of a hypothesis test for two independent samples, from 7.

There may also be output from Minitab included on the test that may be used.  Recall for hypothesis testing, if the p-value < 
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 the null hypothesis is rejected.
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
