MINI-PROJECT 1

Measure your pulse rate 25 times over the next few days, but don't take more than one measurement in any 10-minute period. Record your activity level before taking the measurements, such as if one was taken during exercise or one was taken immediately upon awakening. Create a stemplot, calculate the mean, the standard deviation, the five-number summary, and draw a boxplot of your measurements. Give a written assessment of your pulse rate based on the data. 

Question:  To record your pulse rate per minute, how long do you need to count for?

Answer:  One full minute or 60 seconds.
When you have completed your data collection examine your activity levels and code them as 1 for strenuous and stressful and 0 for the other measurements.  Then create side-by-side boxplots for the two groups.  Is there any difference in your pulse rates?
